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• In Luxembourg, all positive PCR tests from private laboratories or hospitals have to be confirmed by 
the LNS (Laboratoire Nationale de la Santé), which acts as the national reference laboratory and also 
proceeds for the sequencing to determine the variants.

• In February 2022, the LNS (Laboratoire Nationale de la Santé) proudly announced that since March 
2020 it had collected more than 37,000 COVID 19 positive swabs in its newly created Biohub, where all 
positive PCR tests are stored. At the same time the Luxembourgish Ministry of Health declared more 
than 168,000 positive cases since the beginning of the Pandemic in March 2020.

• With our initiative, in which participated 50 persons (concerning 59 positive PCR tests), we

• discovered that only 15% of the retested swabs were actually confirmed being positive. This could 
explain the huge discrepancy between the LNS figures and those of the Luxembourg Ministry of 
Health.
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
