Article 2, recht op leven

As a result of increasing temperatures, the lives of applicants nos. 2-5 and
of the members of the applicant association were at real and serious risk.

The recurring heatwaves had already led to heat-related excess mortality
and morbidity in the older-women group;

there was evidence of the seriousness of the risk presented to the
applicants by ongoing climate change and proof that the applicants had,
owing to their chronic diseases, already suffered harm and continued to be
at particularly high risk.

Even assuming that there was any lack of certainty as to the effects of
climate change, consistent with the principle that the Convention could not
be interpreted in a vacuum, the precautionary principle would have to be
applied, so as to encompass the concepts of directness, inevitability and
irreversibility.

Moreover, in this latter context, the argument of States that their emissions were only a 
small contributing cause to climate change (the so-called “drop-in-the-ocean argument”) had 
been rejected.

In any event, proof of a direct causal link was not a necessary precondition for Article 8 to be 
engaged (citing Tătar v. Romania, no. 67021/01, § 107, 27 January 2009).
