b) “One Health approach” for pandemic prevention, preparedness and response recognizes that the health of humans is 

closely linked and interdependent with the health of domestic and wild animals, as well as plants and the wider 

environment (including ecosystems), aiming for a sustainable balance, and uses an integrated multisectoral and 

transdisciplinary approach to pandemic prevention preparedness and response, which contributes to sustainable 
development in an equitable manner;

(c) “pandemic emergency” means a public health emergency of international concern, that is

caused by a communicable disease and:

(i) has, or is at high risk of having, wide geographical spread to and within multiple States;
and

(ii) is exceeding, or is at high risk of exceeding, the capacity of health systems to respond

in those States; and

(iii) is causing, or is at high risk of causing, substantial social and/or economic disruption,

including disruption to international traffic and trade; and

(iv) requires rapid, equitable and enhanced coordinated international action, with wholeof-government and whole-of-

society approaches;2



1. At any time after two years from the date on which the WHO Pandemic Agreement has

entered into force for a Party, that Party may withdraw from this Agreement by giving written

notification to the Depositary.

2. Any such withdrawal shall take effect upon expiry of one year from the date of receipt by the Depositary of the notification o

withdrawal, or on such later date as may be specified in the notification of withdrawal.

2. For each State that ratifies, accepts or approves the WHO Pandemic Agreement or accedes

thereto after the conditions set forth in paragraph 1 of this Article for entry into force have been

fulfilled, the WHO Pandemic Agreement shall enter into force on the thirtieth day following the

date of deposit of its instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession.
